
New SWeNT Facility To Meet 
Increasing Nanotube Needs

Construction has begun on SWeNT�s new 
15,000-square-foot manufacturing facility on an eight-acre 
site at the Norman Business Park in Norman, Okla.

�This plant will take SWeNT to the next level, allowing us to 
scale up and meet the increasing needs of our customers,� 
says SWeNT CEO Dave Arthur.  

Designed for ease of expansion without disrupting 
production, the building will house two new reactors that 
will enable SWeNT to produce 1,000 grams of single-wall 
carbon nanotubes per day.  To put that number in 
perspective:  Production in the current facility has 
increased this year from 10 grams per week to 200 grams 
per week.

SWeNT expects to be able to assemble the reactors at the 
new location by the fourth quarter of 2007.  The plant 
is scheduled to be fully operational in the �rst quarter of 
2008.
